Summary of the Knowledge, Values, Feelings, Actions, Abilities and Skills
of an Environmentally-literate Citizen of a Sustainable Kittitas County in 2025
Knowledge: 

An environmentally-literate citizen living in a sustainable Kittitas County in 2025 will have a sound knowledge of environmental science, natural history and an understanding of the relationships among all components of the social and natural environments, especially relating to sustainability of the local region and communities.  He or she will recognize the connections of human impact on natural systems and will take socially-responsible actions to live lightly on the land with an understanding of how the past has affected the present and how it can impact the future. The environmentally citizen will understand and apply principles of economics, especially regarding the use of finite resources.  He or she will be able to think critically and creatively, incorporate diverse viewpoints and knowledge bases, communicate/negotiate effectively, solve problems, be resourceful and know how to teach/share their knowledge and skills with others.
Feelings/Values: 
The environmentally-literate citizen living in a sustainable Kittitas County in 2025 will have a strong environmental ethic with a deep appreciation and respect for all aspects of the natural world. He or she will be community-minded and posses a strong sense of connection to and responsibility for their surroundings and community. The wellbeing of the land, wildlife, communities and fellow citizens will be a primary concern and he or she will be motivated to assure basic provisions and conditions for all living creatures to thrive. The environmentally literate citizen will appreciate simple ways of living, have a strong work ethic, be compassionate, passionate about the future, tolerant, respectful of diversity, health conscious, engage in civic activities, have a sense of awe and wonder, and feel love and respect for each other and all aspects of life. 
Actions and Skills: 
The environmentally-literate citizen living in a sustainable Kittitas County in 2025 will—above all—be self-sufficient, especially with regard to growing, producing and preparing their own food and/or utilizing locally-grown food.  He or she will conserve resources and engage in low impact, sustainable living practices—such as green building, reducing/re-using/recycling materials, composting, walking and biking to work, etc. He or she will get outdoors to learn and/or recreate and explore direct connections with nature and local community resources. The citizen will actively engage in civic life at all levels (locally, statewide and nationally/globally) through such actions as participation in the legislative process and voting and collaborative community-based decision making.  She or he will apply skills in effective communications, technology, basic survival competencies, manual dexterity and emotional intelligence.  The environmentally literate citizen will reach out to and help others, be accountable for their actions, act maturely, share, be a teacher and leader, clean-up after themselves, act with prudence/diligence/temperateness/discretion/gentleness/ kindness and will “walk their talk.”
